Q. Why does the Church baptize infants? 
 
A. Many people wonder why the Church encourages all 
parents to baptize their children as soon as possible after they 
are born. Today especially when freedom and autonomy are 
so highly emphasized, this question seems even more perti-

nent. Shouldn’t the child get to choose their faith when they are old 
enough? 
 
This perspective, though, neglects the fact that faith is primarily a gift. 
It is a grace given to each person by God, and no person by his own 
power has the capacity for faith without God giving it to him (Rom. 
10:17). When parents baptize a child, they are passing on a gift that they 
themselves first received (1 Cor 11:23; and 1 John 1).  
 
In baptism the child receives cleansing from original sin. He receives 
the gift of grace and the Holy Spirit which dwells in his soul. He is giv-
en virtues to be strong in the practice of good and in the face of evil. He 
receives the virtues of Faith, Hope, and Charity. Each one of us needs 
every one of those things. 
 
Parents give so much to their child. They give their child their cultural 
practices. They give their child their language. They give their child a 
way of thinking about the world, a way of living. Indeed, they give him 
themselves. All of these affect a child, what he chooses and how he 
acts. Shouldn’t they also give them the greatest gift they have, which is 
Faith in Jesus Christ?  
 
The Church does not take infant baptism lightly, however. She recog-
nizes that when a child is baptized, that child has a right to receive for-
mation as a Christian, the other Sacraments of Initiation (Confirmation 
and the Eucharist), and the formation of a Christian Conscience. A child 
must be given the whole gift of the faith and not denied the necessary 
parts which allow him to live that faith fully and actively. Because of 
that, Pastors are charged not to baptize an infant if there is no founded 
hope that the child will be brought up in the faith. (Can 866 §1.2)  
 
It shouldn’t be thought, therefore, that the Church is forcing the faith 
against the will of the Child. A child, rather, brought up fully in the sac-
ramental life of the Church, when he arrives at adulthood, can choose to 
follow in the path of Christ in full knowledge of the many benefits and 
challenges of Christian life. Moreover, he can be aided in this decision 
by the many graces he has received throughout his entire life, by the 
witness of his parents and by the support of the whole Catholic commu-
nity.

“He instructed them to take nothing for 
the journey.” When Jesus sent his Apos-
tles out, He sent them “two by two,” and 
He basically commanded them to take 
nothing on the journey: “no food, no 
sack, no money in their belts.” The point 
of the Lord is that all they needed was to 
trust in God. Jesus more or less says the 
same thing to us. 
 
As long as we trust in God, our needs 
will be met. That is easily said, but it is a 
bit daunting to actually do it. Yet, people 
have been doing that since Jesus’ time. It 
is one of the reasons that the Church has 
thrived for such a long time. 
 
There is a secondary reason for Jesus’ 
instructions though, one with which we 
may not be familiar. At that time there 
was a rule that you could not enter a tem-
ple area with shoes or a moneybag, be-
cause you were there to serve the Lord, 
nothing else and no one else. The Apos-
tles understood that preaching the Gospel 
and healing in God’s name was holy 
work. Jesus did not want them to exem-
plify any other motive either. 
 
One of the foundational elements of 
stewardship is trusting God. What ena-
bles us to be good stewards and to think 
of giving to God first, of ourselves and 
what we have, is that we truly believe 
that God will take care of us. God has a 
plan for each of us, and it is better than 
our own plan may be.
