By the way, you can keep saying Merry
Christmas because the Church celebrates Christmas Day as an octave (so for §
days) and then the Christmas season through Epiphany and the Baptism of the
Lord. The thank you is for all of your Christmas cards, gifts, goodies, and prayers
you have offered to Fr. Karl and I over these past days.

We are also on the brink of a New Year. Have you made a New Year’s reso-
lution? I’1l save you the trouble of googling it—below is a list from a Nielsen
survey of the top ten most common resolutions and what percentage of people
make them. Of course, [ have to add my own commentary to it. :)

Stay fit and healthy, 37%. Don’t forget your soul. Bodies eventually do
wear out, but your soul lasts forever. Is it healthy? Need some “soul food™?
Consider getting more involved in parish activities, Eucharistic Adoration,
and/or just more prayer and faithfulness to attending Mass.

Lose weight, 32%. Sin is heavy. Drop off the burden of sin in the confes-
sional; be a regular goer, how about monthly?

Some day, long in
the future, when we die and go before God, God will ask us if we read any
good books in life. “Yes,” we’ll say. Then God will ask us, “Well, did you
ever read MY book?” And we’ll stammer and say, “Uh...I meant to...?”

Wow, that’s a lot, so maybe pick one or two under the guidance of the Holy Spirit.
God knows what you need most. May God bless our efforts and this new year of
our Lord 2019!
